When Rosemary Reymann 
dons her 19th century era hoop 
skirt to play the role of Emma 
Mustill for school children visit-
ing the Mustill Store, her rap-
port with them comes natu-
rally. Rosemary taught fourth 
and fifth grade in the Akron 
Public Schools for thirty years. 
“Akron’s history was part of 
the fourth grade curriculum,” 
said Rosemary. “Given my per-
sonal interest in the area’s his-
tory, I accumulated knowledge 
that’s been especially useful in 
serving on CLPA’s Education 
Committee.” Rosemary now 
schedules all CLPA education 
programs. Requests are made 
more and more often to bring 
groups in for a visit to the 
Mustill Store and a guided hike 
along the Cascade Locks.
